The 
content covers fact 
files and relevant 
basic and 
advanced activities 
involving ordering 
fractions.

● Fractions show equal parts of a whole. 

● It has two parts: numerator and the 
denominator.

● Fractions can be ordered from descending 
to ascending and vice versa.  

● When arranging the orders of the fractions, 
it is important that the fractions have the 
same denominator. 

● If the fractions have different 
denominators, you have to find the LCD of 
all the denominators.

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HOW TO ARRANGE THE FRACTIONS

FOR LIKE FRACTIONS

When ordering like fractions 
or fractions with the same 

denominator, you only need 
to look at the numerator of 

each fractions. 

Example:

FOR UNLIKE FRACTIONS

When ordering unlike 
fractions or fractions with a 
different denominator, you 

need to find the LCD of 
each denominators. 

Example:

LCD = 8

FOR MIXED NUMBERS

Convert your mixed numbers into improper fractions. If the 
fractions are unlike fractions, find the LCD of the denominators 

to make them like fractions.

Example:   LCD = 8
